Instructions for Using Introduction to Matter 
PowerPoint Presentations

When you download the PowerPoint files, make sure you also download the “Pix” folder, and save both the slide files and the “Pix” folder in the same folder on your hard drive or flash drive. The “Pix” folder contains some of the videos, animations and simulations used in the slide presentations. Altogether, the files occupy 254 MB of file space.
When you use the PowerPoint files, make sure the “Pix” folder is in the same folder / location as the actual PowerPoint. The PowerPoint software searches for the videos, animations and simulations in the “Pix” folder, assuming it is in the same folder as the slide file (because that’s how we designed the PowerPoints). If the “Pix” folder is in another folder / location, the PowerPoint slides will not be able to find the videos, animations or simulations in the “Pix” folder and they will not work. (Note that some of the videos, etc., are linked directly to their YouTube location out on the web, and these function independently of the “Pix” folder. Also note that you have to have access to YouTube in your classroom if you want to use the PowerPoint there.)
